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Hermeneutics is both a science and art. The art of hermeneutics has to do with the
applied skill of the interpreter. Having defined the art of hermeneutics, it is
fundamental that the science is not as important for consideration.

Interpretation necessitates the involvement of the interpreter. The science of hermeneutics
has suffered much because of the lack of art on the part of the interpreter.

Like knowing the rules of a game makes a good player, the knowledge of the rules of
hermeneutics makes the student a good interpreter.

Without qualifications which every interpreter of the Word must have, hermeneutics
becomes a source of confusion rather than order.

False cults have develop systems of hermeneutics by which the Word of God is
misinterpreted, heresy is forced out of truth, and darkness is presented as light..

The basic objective of interpretation is discovering the meaning of a text or passage based
on ones frame of reference, proper qualifications, and understanding of the appropriate
method of interpretation.

Through centuries, the interpreters of Scripture have developed methods comprised and
actually originated as differing approaches to the interpretation of Scripture. As they were
developed, they became comprehensive systems of interpretation, each favorably
possessing their own set of rules with their own distinctive group of principles.

Mistook application for interpretation and read into Scripture of meaning not there.
What's said in plain language is not really what’s meant, with no scriptural boundaries
Beneath the plain and obvious sense of Scripture lies its true meaning

Jewish scribes began to interpret them in the light of their own life situations
Involves both allegorical and mystical interpretations of the old Testament

Misleading and of little value; God meant many things other than what’s said
